1.  Put your name at the top of a blank document.  Hit ENTER.  Type Activity 30.  Hit ENTER twice. 

2.  Decide on an aspect of Word you want to study: Graphics?  Text?  Tables?  In a text box at the top of the activity, list at least 5 skills you want to reinforce.  (For example, Cropping graphics, setting margins, using font effects, adding rows to tables, etc.)

3. Under the text box, list specific directions for completing the activity.  It will help if you scroll down to page two and start following your own directions.  You will need this sample page when you are done, anyway.  

4. Make your directions as clear and concise as possible.  Your teacher often uses the “Print Screen” key to show examples of what the directions mean.  You should include at least one “Print Screen” graphic on your Activity.  

5. Limit your activity to a minimum of 5 directions and a maximum of 10.  

6. Save as Activity 24 and submit using Google Classroom.
